	Planning

a. To receive a report from the Planning Committee meeting of 8th June 2010.
JE gave a verbal report on the planning meeting earlier in the evening.

	Traffic Management
a. To receive a report from the Traffic Management Committee.
CC reported that there had been no further meetings with the school.  There had been no cars parked on Station Rd this week due to the school holidays but parents were still causing congestion during term time at picking up and dropping off points.
b. To consider and agree response to letter  from Denis Stokes to Gloucestershire County Council about road safety improvements and disabled access.
CC outlined the proposals and displayed the highlighted map provided by DS.  Among the proposals were a 25mph limit on most roads through Campden, 11 pedestrian crossings, alterations to speed restrictions on Westington Hill and road alterations at the Volunteer and the Chemists.  CC stated that some of the proposals were already under consideration by the Town Council and GCC.
JE proposed and CJ seconded with a vote in favour that the proposals were circulated to all members for consideration at the next Town Council meeting.
