	1.
	To receive apologies for Absence
Apologies were received and accepted from County Councillor Lynden Stowe and District Councillor Mark Annett. Apologies for late arrival were received and accepted from Cllr Liz Hodges.

	2.
	To make declarations of interest on items on the Agenda

All members declared their interests as members of the Town Trust and Playing Field and Recreation Ground Charity.

Jane Annett declared a personal interest in agenda item 6.

GG, AT and JE declared personal interests in agenda item 13.

	3.
	To agree the minutes of the meetings of:

a. 11th May 2010.
CC proposed and JE seconded with a vote in favour to approve the above.  (AT and JA abstained).

b. 8th June 2010.

CC proposed and AT seconded with a vote in favour to approve the above with an amendment to item 18 to state that the Chair had stated that there would be no meeting in August. 

	4.
	To Receive the County Councillors Report

None received due to the absence of the County Councillor

	5.
	To Receive the District Councillors Report

SJ reported that the free swimming sessions for the over 60’s had been cancelled due to the cost cutting measures being undertaken by the District Council.  She stated that there had been no increase in the number of over 60’s using the facility due to the offer of free sessions.

She reminded members that the written objections to the appeal against enforcement notice at Clemette, Sheep St had to be with the planning inspectorate by 26th July 2010.

She requested that the Town Council consider its official position with regard to the proposed carpark at Wolds End Orchard as the District Council needed a clear steer on this.
She reported that the District Council had revised its planning fees so that major applications for more than 200 residential units will incur fees of £2k, minor applications for 10 or more residential units will incur fees of £1k and all other applications will be free of charge for the first 30 minutes of officer time and then will incur fees of £50.  She hoped that this will make a more efficient planning service.  District Councils have received new powers from Central Government to help them combat “garden grabbing” and traveller sites.  CDC has a new head of planning, Phillipa Lowe.

In reply to questions from Cllrs, SJ confirmed that CDC has a new Chief Executive who is reconsidering the plans for a car park on Wolds End Orchard, but any decisions will not be taken until the Parking Strategy has been received, but it will be discussed by Cabinet in October.

SJ will ask Lynden Stowe to report back to the Council on cuts at the County Council, in particular roads and services for the elderly.

She confirmed that a trial is taking place in Willersey to investigate the viability of extending the recycling collections to plastic items such as yoghurt pots and fruit packaging etc.

	Planning

It was noted that MH had declared a prejudicial interest in planning application 10/01736/ful and left the room while that item was discussed by the planning committee.  Cllr John Ellis had taken the Chair of the planning committee while that item was discussed. 

a. To receive a report from the Planning Committee meeting of 13th July 2010.
MH and JE gave a verbal report of the planning committees decisions at its earlier meeting.

	7.
	Traffic Management
a. To receive a report from the Traffic Management Committee.
CC reported that he would be meeting with Bob Skillern from Highways to raise the concerns of the Traffic Management Committee.

JE reported that the car parking group are to meet with Chipping Campden High School next week and he outlined discussions to date re: possible plans for pay and display on the school site.

b. To consider and agree response to letters from:

i. Denis Stokes to Gloucestershire County Council about road safety improvements and disabled access.
The Council decided to consider and vote on each of Mr Stokes points individually.

a. A 25mph zone throughout parts of Chipping Campden and Broad Campden.

CC proposed and JE seconded with a vote in favour that this was not a statutory speed limit in England and should not be supported.

b. Realignment of the road in front of the Chemist depicting signs for Heavy Goods Vehicles (through traffic) to turn right.

CC proposed and JE seconded with a vote in favour to note that the Council was already in discussions with GCC Highways with regard to this point.

c. A road crossing to Aston Road gaining access from Back Ends to the School via the teachers’ houses.

CJ proposed and CC seconded with a vote in favour that the Council was opposed to this as it was not a public footpath.

d. Pavement access from Leysbourne to pavement on the right hand side of Cider Mill Lane
CJ proposed and JE seconded that this was worth considering.  However, following a tied vote, the Chair used his casting vote to vote against the motion and the motion fell. 

e. Road crossing from pavement to pavement at the road junction of Cider Mill Lane and Station Rd.

AT proposed and YH seconded that the above was worth considering.  However, following a vote of 4 for and 5 against the motion fell.

f. A road crossing just past the Alms Houses pavement to the junction of Calf Lane and Church Lane for children gaining access to St James School.

Following discussion the Council felt that there was need to deter them from crossing at this point rather than encourage it.

GG proposed and AT seconded with a vote in favour that a barrier be erected at this point.

g. Complete realignment of the road outside the Volunteer exhibiting a sign for Heavy Goods and coaches to turn right and a possibility of a no entry sign into Park Road as an alternative.

CC reported that alterations at this point were already being considered by GCC and the Town Council.

h. Road crossing in Sheep St to public footpath leading up to St James School.

LH proposed and CC seconded with a vote in favour to reject this proposal.

i. Alternative road crossing in Sheep St leading up to St James School.

AT proposed and LH seconded with a vote in favour to reject this proposal.

j. The Blue (the roadway up the side of the Town Hall) could be used by ambulant disabled people and mobility scooters to gain access from the main road through High St and in front of Cotswold House.

CC proposed and LH seconded with a vote in favour to reject this suggestion.  
k. A road crossing at the termination of the pavement on the right hand side of Aston Road going out of town opposite the house named Churchill on the left hand side to link up with the pavement on the left hand side.

LH proposed and TN seconded with a vote in favour to reject this proposal.

l. CC proposed and LH seconded with a vote in favour to ask the Council’s signage working party to consider Mr Stokes proposals for increased heavy goods vehicle signage at the top of Dyers Lane, Blind Lane and Westington.

m. CC proposed and AT seconded with a vote in favour to request a 30mph sign at the Conduit on Westington and then a 40mph sign further on up the hill.

n. CC proposed and LH seconded with a vote in favour to request that the County Council investigate providing a disabled parking space close to the Chemist in addition to the two provided by the library.

ii. The Campden Society.

The Campden Society requested that the Town Council discuss the ongoing problems with parking in Station Rd and issues related to the developments in Sheep St and other areas in the Town.

CC commented that the Council would need to obtain comments on this from all interested parties.  CC proposed and CJ seconded with a vote in favour that CJ consults with the Committee Chairman.

	Finance, Standards and Audit.

a. To RESOLVE to adopt the amended Standing Orders.

JE proposed and CC seconded with a vote in favour to adopt.

b. To RESOLVE to adopt the amended Financial Regulations.

JE proposed and CC seconded with a vote in favour to adopt.

	Grants
a. To RESOLVE to grant The Playing Field and Recreation Ground Charity (301494) £1150 towards tree works bordering George Lane.
All Councillors declared their personal interests in this item.

To clarify this for members of the public, CJ informed the meeting that the Council was sole managing trustee of the above Charity and therefore, the Council will be granting itself money.

CJ proposed and MH seconded with a vote in favour (AT and CC abstained) to approve the above grant.

	To receive an update on the Youth Council.
CJ reported that the Youth Council had had a preliminary meeting with members from Campden, St James Youth Club and Ebrington attending.  There are still vacancies required for both the under 14s and under 18s.

	To RESOLVE to continue membership of the Gloucestershire Market Towns Forum at a cost of £236.90. LGA 1972 s143.
MH proposed and YH seconded with a vote in favour to continue membership of GMTF.

	To consider sending a representative to the Action for Market Towns Convention in Chippingham, Wiltshire on October 12th and 13th and RESOLVE any action.
The Clerk advised members that this item had not been included in the budget.
CJ proposed and JE seconded with a vote in favour to send Cllr Liz Hodges to the above convention at a cost of £160 and to pay reasonable travel expenses. LGA 1972 s111.

	 To RESOLVE to give consent to The Campden and District Peelers Trust to enter into a formal under-lease with Campden and Broadway Osteopaths for the former Kiddiwinks nursery room in the Old Police Station.
GG, AT and JE declared personal interests as members of CDPT.

CJ proposed and CC seconded with a vote in favour to give consent.

	To Receive reports from Cllr Liz Hodges on:
a. The AONB

The following report was submitted:

This is an unofficial report as the APTC’s do not have appointing powers to the Cotswold AONB.   The area of the AONB lies across County, Unitary and District Authority boundaries and is made up of government appointees, district and county councillors and Parish Councillors.  Parish members are directly elected to the Board.  I sit on the Living and Working sub committee.  Proposals for a wind farm in Worcestershire – outside the conservation area and a motorway service area on the M5 just above Gloucester have been taking up much time recently.  Plus, of course, an updating of information on the 30 odd councils one represents.  Wind farms seem to be a “not in my back yard at any price”, I happen to think they can be rather beautiful.  The service area on the M5 seems to be split in decision.  The applicants propose to base their concepts on the Teebay service area.   The discussions at the moment are a. no service station needed and b. the need for service areas to be within 40 miles of each other, local jobs, local infrastructure, local sales, sales point for AONB.  The other item is the Stow on the Wold Town Plan.  Generally I think the members of this committee feel that the plan has done what it says on the tin.  Officer recommendation was that AONB should have been given higher consideration.  For all parishes within or outside the AONB I think this raises the tension of the needs and aspirations of a community and however, well written, the wider problems caused through planning constraints.
b. GAPTC

The following report was submitted.

What do you want to see your GAPTC do? One of the questions that was posed at the quarterly meeting.    What is the role of GAPTC perhaps all Councils should be asked.
Should all councils representatives visit their nominating Parish meetings. 
Which leads me to ask you as a nominating Parish whom I represent - for feedback.
 looming problems appear to be :-
a)    funding 
b)    policing - will we have the policing we require BY THE WAY HOW MANY OF YOU HAVE REPLIED TO GO AND MEET AND QUESTION THE CHIEF CONSTABLE IN SEPTEMBER? so FAR ONLY 2 PEOPLE HAVE REPLIED.
C)    How many of you are actively encouraging people to stand for election next May?  to this end there are some courses planned - and here is the crunch from course to uptake (for the course) to uptake for election.   A Parish Council can only really have credibility if there has been an election  - do you think you can do anything about it - Do you want to do something but not too sure?
NALC often seems to be remote and almost an arm of government.  However, through our membership of GAPTC we pay for it.   There is currently much discussion as to the way forward for the National organisation.  Obviously there has to be someone there to lobby on behalf of parish councils.  What sort of answers do you want from NALC - whilst there is a difficulty with modern technology that everyone requires an instant answer - do you want legal answers quickly acknowledged and sorted.- if not by NALC then from whom?  Did you know by the way that you cannot insure for judicial review. 

General issues - for goodness sake with Spatial strategies now out of the window, do get involved in LDF's - do you need someone from GAPTC to come and help you with the process?  Unless you get involved now,  then your parish could be precluded from getting what it wants.
To sum up the meeting today think Governance,  Funding , Local Democracy would be the key words - none of these are possible without your input.
