Prior to the commencement of the meeting, PC Rob Wells reported the following crimes:

1 attempted burglary in the High St where the glass was removed from the window but no entry was gained.

· 1 theft of magnetic signs from Cutts.

· 1 theft at the Co-Op

· 4 criminal damage

· 3 assaults (domestic)

· 1 drugs offence

On the 11th and 12th of February the mobile police station visited the town and undertook speed checks and foot patrols.
From the 22nd to the 26th February the police undertook presentations at the schools on internet safety.

The neighbourhood coordination group will meet next on Tuesday 23rd March at Badgers Field.  These meetings take place every three months and representatives from all the groups in the town are welcome.

JE asked what could be done if cars were parking on the pavements.  PC Wells replied that if they were causing an obstruction the police can give them a ticket.
Ken Wilkins gave a short presentation on the current situation with regard to the Recreation Ground.  He reported that they are working towards the council becoming the sole managing trustee for the Recreation Ground.  He reported that the charity has £30k in funds and another £135k pledges.  The budget for the project is £175k so they are £10k short.  The equipment shortlist is virtually finalized and the schools and play groups have been consulted again.  They are inviting tenders for the building work by 19th April and hope to appoint a contractor by 28th May with a commencement of works by 28th June with a September opening.  He thanked the council and the community for their support (there are currently 25 – 30 community based fund raising activities going on in the community).

LS reported that the Cotswolds News will be going out soon, as will the Council Tax demands.  The Council has mended 15,000 potholes but there are still lots to go.

AT asked whether the Council has an empty houses officer.  LS reported that it does and they have identified 1000 empty houses and flats above shops in the Cotswolds.

BK asked LS to investigate the enforcement order against Clemette.

CC requested that CDC charge more than 100% council tax on second homes.  LS explained that the legal maximum of 90% is already charged by CDC.

LH requested that excess signage be removed from the Town.  LS stated that if the Council wanted signage to be removed it should draw up a list for consideration.

AT asked if the bulk waste collection was still being used now that people had to pay for it.  LS replied that it was but that there was a noticeable increase in rubbish and a slight increase in fly tipping, though the Council has had a couple of high profile prosecutions.

a. To receive a report on the planning meeting of 22nd February 2010.

JE reported that the committee had considered four full applications and two listed building applications and had made no objections to any of them.

The inspector’s decision to refuse the appeal for a new dwelling with vehicular access at Clemette was welcomed by the committee.

The committee was concerned that CDC no longer consulted on tree works.

b. To receive a report on the planning meeting of 16th March 2010.
JE reported that the new owners of the Sheep Street site were going to submit a new application.

JE proposed and CC seconded with a unanimous vote in favour that the Council make a written representation to the planning inspectorate objecting to the appeal by 7 Coronation Close.

JE proposed and AT seconded with a unanimous vote in favour that JE write to Stratford District Council expressing the Council’s concern at SDC’s decision to allow the planning application at Long Marston.

JE reported that the committee had considered an application for a street trading licence for the icecream bicycle and had no objections.

LH proposed and CC seconded with a unanimous vote in favour that SDC keep the Council informed on SDC’s inclusion of the Norgren site for building in its Core Strategy, especially any measures it would take to minimize the impact it would have on Chipping Campden School.

	Recreation Ground

LH proposed and YH seconded with a unanimous vote in favour to RESOLVE the above.

c. To RESOLVE to authorise the Chairman and Clerk to negotiate terms with CDC for the transfer of responsibility for the Castle Gardens Play Area to the Town Council.

AT proposed and JE seconded with a vote of 6 in favour and 2 against (LH and CC) to RESOLVE the above.
