He explained that his position was to promote, maintain, develop and improve the Cotswold Way.  He outlined the plans for a commemorative marker in Bath and hoped that Chipping Campden would consider something similar.  Councillors questioned him over problems with car parking with people leaving their vehicles for up to a week in the Town while they walked the Cotswold Way.  It was felt that a survey of walkers doing this could be beneficial.

SJ reported that the Clemette enforcement is proceeding and will be decided by CDC planning committee members on 21st April.  She stated that she was concerned at the plans by the National Trust to fell trees in the Coneygree and that CDC Tree Officers would be inspecting the trees on the 14th April.
BK reported to SJ that the road to Ebrington is now in a dangerous state.

	Planning

a. To receive a report from the Planning Committee meeting of 13th April 2010.
MH reported that CDC’s planning committee was to consider the application for the Kings Arms Hotel on the 21st April.  The Council’s planning committee had no objections to the plans.  It also had no objections to the plans for Garden Cottage, but had strong objections to the plans for a vehicular access at Clemette.

	7.
	Traffic Management
a. To receive a report from the Traffic Management Committee meeting of 30th March 2010.

CC reported that the meeting went well and identified quite a few problems which GCC Highways has responded to - the biggest problem appears to be long term repair.  The RTA report on parking in the Town was discussed.  The Committee considered the parking problems in the town including the RTA report and the gridlock around St James Church and the School and set up a working party to consider the options.

BK reported that the working party had met once so far to discuss this difficult area.  The party considered that the shops in the Town are having an extremely difficult time and the lack of party is exasperating the situation.  The working party will focus on four topics: 

1. The RTA report – JE is highlighting inaccuracies and drafting a reply; 

2. Station Road – it is essential to have face to face discussions with the School and the party hopes that an agreement will be reached to remove the sixth formers parking on Station Rd; 

3. The High St – parking is problematic as there are no restrictions, therefore, a high number of cars are parked all day which damages trade.  Any restrictions would have to take into account residents, traders, workers and walkers and a trial should be undertaken to test the ground.

4. Displaced High St Parking – If restrictions are implemented on part of the High St, consideration must be given to where the displaced parking should be accommodated.

b. To RESOLVE to appoint Cllr John Ellis to the Traffic Management Committee.

AT proposed and GG seconded with a vote in favour to appoint JE to the Traffic Management Committee.

	Amenities
a. To consider the siting of the new dog waste bin at the junction of Dyers Lane and Blind Lane.

TN proposed and AT seconded with a vote in favour (MH abstained) to move the dog waste bin further up Blind Lane on the same side of the road as it is now.
b. To RESOLVE to purchase a new dog waste for Aston Road at a cost of £176 + delivery and VAT (Highways Act 1980 s301).
LH proposed and AT seconded with a vote in favour to purchase a dog waste bin for siting at the junction of Aston Road and Back Ends.
c. To RESOLVE to erect a plaque near to the gingko tree in the High Street in memory of the late Reg Martin, former Tree Warden and Councillor at a cost not exceeding £150+ VAT (LGA 1972 S137).

CC proposed and JE seconded with a unanimous vote in favour to resolve the above.

	To consider a request from Jeremy Green to plant trees outside Littlecote in Leysbourne and RESOLVE any action.

Concerns were raised with regard to future maintenance and impact on Scuttlebrook.

LH proposed and CJ seconded with a unanimous vote in favour to refer the decision to the amenities committee.

	To RESOLVE to enter the GRCC Gloucestershire Vibrant Village of the Year 2010 and appoint a working party to complete the entry form.
JE proposed and LH seconded with a unanimous vote in favour to enter the above competition.

CJ proposed and AT seconded with a unanimous vote in favour to appoint a working party of JE and LH to complete the application form.
